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Surgical Care Just for Children
MCH has the specialists and equipment children require for

their unique ailments. When a child undergoes a treatment as
scary and potentially dangerous as surgery, parents and patients
want to be sure they are in the care of experts. In order to provide
the standard of excellence community members expect from their
hospital, the new MCH pavilion is expanding pediatric surgery
services with operating rooms specifically tailored for children
and their families.

The Henry L. Guenther Foundation Pediatric Surgery Center,
named in recognition of its generous $2 million grant, will include
seven surgery suites and an 18-bed post-anesthesia recovery unit
with both private and semi-private rooms. “The biggest differences
in having the dedicated pediatric operating rooms are the mindset
and dedication of everybody involved in patient care,” says Nam
Nguyen, MD, director of the Surgical Careline and vice chair of
Pediatric Surgery Department at MCH. “We are all there for a common
purpose – to get children better in a timely and efficient manner.”

And, the new center keeps young patients’ families in mind.
The family lounge and waiting area will provide spacious 
accommodations for anxious parents, siblings, extended family and
friends. “Parents will be able to be with their children until they
are about to go to sleep in a setting that feels like a playground
rather than an operating theater,” says Dr. Nguyen. 

Meeting the emotional needs of the patient is something
that helped Aaron during his stay. “The staff made Aaron feel
comfortable. They helped his self-esteem and it perked him up,”
Lupe says. 

Back to the Drawing Board
A month after his first visit to the Emergency Department,

Aaron was released from MCH. Since then, he’s graduated from
high school, started college and hopes to pursue a career as an
animator. He plans to return to the hospital as a volunteer, 
teaching art to patients. Throughout his illness, Aaron never let
his syndrome define him. Through his uplifting spirit, he hopes to
pass a message of hope to other sick children as they transition
back to being “who they really are.” 

When your child is doubled over in discomfort, you’ll do
whatever you can to make him feel better. Lupe Recendez
thought she was doing the right thing by taking her then 
16-year-old son, Aaron, to a local hospital. After being admitted,
a diagnosis was made and he was sent home. However,
Aaron still experienced the mysterious abdominal pain he
describes as feeling “inflated like a balloon.” Back they went
to the hospital. 

“It was stressful because they didn’t know what was
going on,” says Aaron. “I was pretty impatient after a while.
I wanted to go to school and be with my friends – go back
to being normal.” The Recendez family requested a second
opinion, so Aaron’s pediatrician referred them to Miller
Children’s Hospital (MCH).

The Right Place to Be
Although the local hospital tried very hard to diagnose

Aaron, Lupe points out, “At Miller Children’s we were told
Aaron wouldn’t be sent home until they found what was
wrong with him. I felt some sort of relief knowing that.”
Making the transition from a facility that primarily treats adult
patients to MCH – where the focus is on the specialized needs
of each child – was exactly what Aaron needed. Within one
week of meeting with the physicians there, his condition had
been diagnosed correctly.

Aaron was suffering from superior mesenteric artery
syndrome, a rare disorder that typically afflicts older teenage
patients. A portion of his small intestine became constricted
by his superior mesenteric artery and abdominal aorta. Pediatric
gastroenterologist Barry Steinmetz, MD, performed a minimally
invasive, endoscopic surgery to release the compression. 
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On a once barren construction site now stands a new Miller Children’s
Hospital (MCH) inpatient pavilion. Contractors, architects and engineers will
soon be replaced by physicians, nurses and patients.

Remaining after work crews have long gone, is the MCH commitment to
a “greener” future. During design and construction, great care was taken to
ensure that the building process and final product would be environmentally
friendly. Low-sulfur fuels were used to power construction equipment, locally
produced building products helped decrease packaging waste and shipping
emissions, while the concrete and steel from the demolished MCH parking
structure were recycled.

When the pavilion opens, it will continue the “green” mission, utilizing
natural light, recycled-fiber carpeting and low volatile organic compound (VOC)
paints and adhesives. Philanthropic gifts from a caring community completed 
a successful $24,389,740 “Building for Children: Heroes Helping Heroes”
capital campaign and included a $250,000 matching gift from the Neonatal
Medical Associates group in Long Beach which helped provide these planet
and patient-friendly environments.

Work will continue after construction crews pack their tool belts and leave.
Furniture must be installed, supplies stocked and equipment tested. Finally,
when the many state-mandated requirements are met, the pavilion can admit
pediatric patients. This continues to be a rewarding process for all involved –
the community and hospital teams who envisioned the castle, the architects
who designed the fun and functional tower, and contractors who brought the
concept to reality. Patients will benefit from new areas such as the Henry L.
Guenther Foundation Pediatric Surgical Center, a unique Pediatric Imaging
Center and expanded Neonatal Intensive Care Unit. 

Even after the new hospital opens its doors, there is still much to be
done. As phase one ends, phase two begins and the opportunities to support
your community continues. The commitment to excellent healthcare for children
at MCH is an evolution over time.

Join us at this toe-tapping annual event. Long Beach community members
and some MCH familiar faces will strut their stuff at this fundraising dance 
competition.

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Put a trumpet in Curtis Storey, Jr.’s hands and oh, the magic they could make.
They landed him gigs on national TV and stages around the world. They recorded hit CDs and movie soundtracks. But the

morning of April 16, 2008, they faltered. One minute, Curtis was trying to put in his contact lenses; the next, he was on the floor
and those hands couldn’t lift him up. It would be 10 months before they tried to make magic again.

Curtis’ Story
Curtis suffered a stroke. 

A blood clot on the right side of his brain disabled the left side of his body.
He couldn’t walk. Could barely talk. He surely couldn’t play trumpet. 

His second week in the hospital, he tried to get out of bed and fell. 
The world-class musician who once practiced trumpet four hours a day, could
no longer button his own shirt. He was helpless until a physician suggested a
unique program at another hospital – Long Beach Memorial Medical Center (LBMMC).

It would change his life.

Speech therapist Francine Plevin helps
Curtis retrain the muscles he needs to
play trumpet again.
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Curtis arrived at LBMMC like most people who’ve suffered brain
or spinal cord injuries: scared and upset. “I was afraid,” he admits. 
“My left leg was not working. I could not move my left arm at all.
When I talked, people had a hard time understanding me.”

But he’d entered a rare program – one that doesn’t stop when
patients leave the hospital. “We provide continuous care from the
emergency room, through the entire hospital stay, all the way back into
the community,” says Richard Adams, MD, medical director of LBMMC’s
Neuro-rehabilitation Program. “We’re one of only a few programs in
Southern California providing this type of continuum of care.”

After Curtis was discharged from the hospital, he continued his
care at a place called Transitional Rehabilitation Services, or TRS. 
It’s unique in many ways. “I tell everyone, they come to the program
kicking and screaming because they don’t want to do it,” says TRS
Case Manager Darryl McIver. “Then we practically have to pry them 
out of here because they don’t want to leave.”

Mike’s Story

Darryl’s comments describe Mike Larison to a “T.” In 2005, 
Mike entered TRS angry about his condition. He would’ve been kicking
and screaming – if only he could.

A 20,000-pound anchor cable had snapped at sea, breaking Mike’s
skull, shoulder, arm and leg. He couldn’t stand, walk or even think clearly.
Some days, he refused therapy. “All I wanted to do was get out of there,”
he says. But later, he helped raise $37,000 with family and friends to
buy a new, wheelchair-accessible van for TRS. Why?

“The experience lifted me up,” says Mike, now 62 and working
again in marine construction. “It transformed me, both physically and
spiritually. I just wanted to give back.”

That’s how powerful the bond is between patients and TRS. 
Curtis was about to find out for himself.

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The House Where Lives are Rebuilt
You might not notice TRS if you drove by. There are no

signs. It’s a 90-year-old home in a residential neighborhood
(previously owned by the family of the late Richard Daniels,
MD, an LBMMC anesthesiologist). This house represents
everyday life. Which, of course, is the goal of TRS: to return
those who’ve suffered spinal cord and brain injuries to
everyday life – working, cooking, shopping, going to school
– in short, living.

It can be painful – even requiring hoists to pull you out
of bed. Or months to take a single step. But the rewards are
great. How do you measure independence? Confidence?
Feeling whole again?

This is where Curtis Storey was supposed to recover from
his stroke. But he, too, resisted. “I didn’t want to go there,”
he says. “I thought I could do it on my own.”

Curtis arrived in a wheelchair. The first day, a therapist
wrapped a safety harness around his waist and asked him 
to stand.“I walked halfway across the room,” he says.

Within a week, he was walking around the block with
a walker. “After that, I left the wheelchair at home,” he says.
“It was the greatest feeling in the world – freedom. It was
like that first day of hope, you know?”

One therapist helped him relearn how to do things
around the house, like cooking. Another worked on his speech
and memory skills. Some days, they’d all pile into the van
(yes, the one Mike Larison helped buy) and go to a museum
or restaurant as a group.

“After a stroke, you lose your confidence,” Curtis says.
“The outings are important. It’s good to be with people going
through the same thing. We keep up each other’s morale.”
By January, he felt confident enough to bring something
special to TRS. Speech therapist Francine Plevin remembers,
“I was in the office with him,” she says. “He took out his
trumpet and polished it. He started playing and tears came
to my eyes.”

In 1993, Curtis played on the movie soundtrack of
“Sister Act 2” with Whoopi Goldberg. In 2003, he appeared
on “The Jay Leno Show” with R&B singer Monica.

Part of Curtis’ therapy
includes walking up and
down the steps to TRS 
with the help of physical 
therapist Scott Mizufuka.
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In 2005, he joined the popular funk-rock band Fishbone, recording a CD and
touring Europe, Australia and the U.S. “I love music and I loved traveling the world
as a musician,” he says of the band whose warm-up act once included the Red Hot
Chili Peppers. 

Being a musician defined him. Yet after his stroke, he couldn’t even smile.
Couldn’t close his lips tightly enough to play the trumpet. Plevin gave him daily
exercises for his tongue, cheeks and lung power. TRS was about to celebrate its
15th anniversary and everyone wanted him to perform.

Fifteen Years of Sweat, Tears and Success
More than 150 people showed up for the ceremony, with a formal presentation

of the new van for which Mike Larison helped raise funds. And music by Curtis Storey.

Curtis’ fiancée described his recovery: regaining speech and memory; learning
how to swallow again, how to breathe again to play trumpet; and how to play
one-handed because his left hand
was still partially paralyzed. 
Then Curtis Storey stood and
something happened: magic.

“It was a very emotional
moment,” says Darryl. “A lot of
patients were here, doctors, family
and friends. They were in tears
during his performance.” Dr. Adams
says, “To see what he was able to
accomplish is one of the most
rewarding things a physician can
experience.” 

Patients regaining their lives.
It happens everyday behind the
walls of TRS. It’s why people like
Mike Larison keep helping long
after they’ve left. It’s why 75 local

businesses pitched in more than $165,000 this year to fix up the old home. It’s why
Francine Plevin still keeps a picture of Curtis in her office. (“By the time he left, he was
smiling,” she says. “It’s my favorite picture.”)

And it’s why Curtis Storey now
talks of volunteering to help others at
TRS with music therapy. “They gave me
back my life,” he says. “And they gave
me hope.” It all started with a little
tune he played that made people cry: 
a simple song about the simple things
in life, from “The Sound of Music.” 

You might recall the last line. It goes:
“I simply remember my favorite things,
and then I don’t feel so bad.”

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Out of Control
David Jones is sitting in the waiting room of

his doctor’s office. His name is called. He bounces
out of the chair and strolls across the room.

A few years ago, this simple act would have
resulted in a macabre dance of violent, herky-jerky
movements, with David’s left arm and leg shooting
out from his body in uncontrolled spasms – and his
body fighting to contort back into a normal position.
David, 38, of Placentia, has the fairly uncommon
disease known as generalized dystonia, a neurological
movement disorder that creates sustained muscle
contractions that twist a person’s body into abnormal
postures and cause awkward, repetitive movements.

Until he underwent a cutting-edge procedure
four years ago at Long Beach Memorial Medical
Center (LBMMC), David had been a prisoner of 
his own misfiring body. He had given up hope of 
leading a normal life and had resorted to alcohol
to pass the days. His disorder, he says, made him feel
“like (I was) being yanked around by some mad
puppeteer.”

Deep Brain Stimulation
Now, David’s life is dramatically different –

thanks to deep-brain stimulation (DBS), a technique
being championed by Barry B. Ceverha, MD, 
a Long Beach Memorial neurosurgeon with 25 years
experience who is a DBS specialist. The surgery involves
inserting probes into the patient’s head to receive
a constant stream of deep-brain electrical stimulation.

The roots of deep-brain stimulation go back
30 to 40 years, but it is only since 1998 that the
technique has been used to treat Parkinson’s,
explains Dr. Ceverha. He has been involved with
DBS for the last six years, and David is his tenth

patient with dystonia. Increasingly, deep brain
stimulation is being used for treating advanced
Parkinson’s disease and other movement disorders.
“Long Beach Memorial is the only hospital in the
region to use the procedure to treat patients with
dystonia,” Dr. Ceverha says. The neurosurgeon
foresees DBS being used someday to fight obesity,
seizure disorders, Tourette’s syndrome and 
obsessive-compulsive disorder.

For David, DBS has made all the difference 
in the world. He lifts up his T-shirt and points to 
a square, hockey-puck-size bulge under the skin
above his right breast – just below his collarbone.
This battery-operated pulse generator sends signals
to the two probes in his skull. The 4-inch-long probes,

each of which has four electrodes, send currents
(about 5 volts) to a part of the brain known as the
globus pallidus interna. Bilateral, continuous 
stimulation is sent to a pea-sized portion of the
globus pallidus. It has been shown to gradually
erase symptoms of generalized dystonia within three
months. DBS can be altered based on a patient’s
need and the procedure is completely reversible.

Signs of the disorder, usually the result of a
missing gene, first started appearing when David
was 12 years old. His mother noticed his left foot
turning inward when he walked. An avid skateboarder
at the time, David thought he had injured his foot
while riding. A physician told him to “lay off”
skateboarding.

For two years, David bounced between doctors.
Eventually, he couldn’t put his left heel down and
was forced to walk on his toes. At 15, he was
diagnosed with Huntington’s disease, the incurable

neurodegenerative disorder. Later, he was rediagnosed
with generalized dystonia. Cocktails of high-dosage
medicine would help David for a while, allowing
him to walk without a leg brace for extended periods.
After he graduated from high school, he found work
in the automotive repair industry, but his condition
worsened in his late 20s. David no longer could stand
for more than 15 minutes. Medication was causing
confusion and other unpleasant side effects.

Eventually, he was unable to work. He moved
in with his parents. “All of my muscles were tense,”
David says. “I couldn’t walk 20 feet without a cane
or hiking stick. Sometimes, I would literally be thrown
out of my chair. My mind said, ‘this is not going to
get any better. This is the way it is.’ ”

David had been under the care of Daniel
Truong, MD, a leading expert in the medical 
evaluation and treatment of movement disorders,
including dystonia. Dr. Truong became very familiar
with the success of DBS and referred David to 
Dr. Ceverha. Then everything changed.

David can’t say enough wonderful things about
the neurosurgeon and deep brain stimulation. 
Both he and his sister acquired dystonia genetically.
She, too, has received DBS treatment at Long Beach
Memorial. “This has given me back my freedom,”
says David, now a self-employed automotive repair
specialist. “The tough part is getting used to feeling
normal. But, I wouldn’t go back to how things were
for anything.”

Dr. Ceverha looks at his patient. “He’s a 
high-voltage kind of guy,” he says with a smile.

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The Silent Killer –
Thwarted

Working submerged was her goal in life.

No heart
throbbing, knee shaking, glassy-eyed gazes across the room. But the meeting
was just as life changing.

In 1979, Kathleen Gliebe was offered a job working for a man of peace.
She spent decades traveling the globe, making sure engagements were
confirmed, planes ticketed and the way paved for her boss, Prem Rawat.
She was a woman of the world, used to making things happen and living
on a global scale.

In England, after a series of lectures and many air miles, they found
themselves with a pause in the schedule. Her boss thought Kathy could use 
a rest, so she took the opportunity to come home to Los Angeles and enjoy
some down time. But after a couple of weeks of leisure, she didn’t feel 
particularly rested. It was only then she considered that something might
not be quite right. 

Kathy decided it was time for a physical; she hadn’t had one in a long time.

Her primary care physician found what she believed was an ovarian cyst.
Kathy underwent an ultrasound and the images seem to confirm this diagnosis.
But blood tests revealed a slightly elevated CA 125 level. This test measures
the concentration of a particular protein, which becomes elevated in the
presence of ovarian cancer. Since the results weren’t very high, her physician
wasn’t overly concerned, but referred her to a gynecological surgeon for
follow-up.

At the time Kathy was 46 years old. The recommendation of the surgeon
was shocking: remove both her ovaries, tubes and uterus. She sought out
another physician and was given similar advice. These experiences left her
reeling. After all, she was a strong woman used to controlling her surroundings
and life. Who did these doctors think they were talking to?

A good friend did some research and suggested she see Philip DiSaia, MD,
from the Todd Cancer Institute at Long Beach Memorial Medical Center.
She made an appointment and was impressed. Finally, she found a physician
who “treated me like a human being. He was compassionate, but straight
forward,” Kathy recalls. “Sometimes you feel like you are just another patient.
But, I never felt that with him – I was always an individual, which inspired
a great deal of trust. Even as Dr. DiSaia said that there was a 50/50 chance
that I had cancer.” Kathy put her fate in his hands.

Reunited more than 10 years after her initial diagnosis
of advanced ovarian cancer, Kathleen Gliebe is grateful
to gynecologist/oncologist Philip DiSaia, MD, for his
expertise and compassion. 
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Todd Cancer Institute Update

New Leadership
Philip J. DiSaia, MD, was appointed interim

director of TCI this past Spring. Dr. DiSaia has
been on staff at LBMMC for more than 30 years.
He also serves as the Dorothy Marsh Chair of
Reproductive Biology and the director of the
Division of Gynecological Oncology at the
University of California, Irvine where he is a 
professor of Obstetrics and Gynecology.

Technological and Other Advances

MemorialCare Breast Center
Women patients at this center are very 

appreciative of the philanthropic gift by one of
their own. The stark beige walls are gone, as are
the flimsy patient gowns. In their place is a spa
atmosphere created by the tropical colors that
now adorn the walls and new knee-length, terry
robes for cover-up. 

Last year digital mammography was installed
bringing many technological advances, such as:
lower doses of radiation; fewer callbacks from the
waiting area to take film (since the technician can
instantly see the image); digital images can be
enlarged for better viewing; and the high resolution
makes abnormalities more visible.

Radiation Oncology
Approval has been received to start planning

the addition of proton beam therapy to the arsenal
of tools at the Leavey Radiation Oncology Center.
This technology works through energized ion
particles targeted directly at a tumor. It is used 
to treat many forms of cancer, including:
prostate, eye, head and neck, chest area and the
central nervous system. Construction is anticipated
to begin in 2010. 

Surgery in September 1999 revealed a Stage IIIB ovarian cancer.  Six rounds of chemotherapy were given
following the surgery. Then, in March 2000, Dr. DiSaia performed another laparotomy to assure that the
combination of surgery and chemotherapy eliminated all the tumors. Unfortunately, that wasn’t the case. 

Although Kathy was convinced that the treatments to date were enough, before the anesthesia was
administered for the “second look,” she gave Dr. DiSaia her approval to do whatever was needed. 

When she awoke, Kathy learned that small amounts of tumors remained in her peritoneal cavity. 
Dr. DiSaia says, “In order to treat the remaining disease, we placed a port-a-cath in her abdomen. 
Although this was new at the time, the catheter would allow us to ‘soak’ the cancer in highly concentrated
chemotherapy. By peeling back layers of the cancer, it almost creates a topical effect. Then, as part of a
‘one-two punch,’ we also administer IV chemotherapy.”

After a recovery period from the surgery, Kathy faced these intensive treatments. Each round consisted
of the one-two punch: the first part went directly into the abdomen through the port-a-cath; seven days
later she underwent IV chemo. While getting through the treatments was a challenge, Kathy appreciated 
the staff. “The nurses were incredible.”

For two years the port-a-cath remained in Kathy’s abdomen – just in case her CA125 levels indicated 
a recurrence. It is now more than 10 years since the original diagnosis. Dr. DiSaia is thrilled. He muses over
the grim statistics for ovarian cancer because, “it grows quickly – in months, or even weeks. Until it spreads
to the abdomen, you have no signs of the disease. It is truly a silent killer.”

Surviving cancer changes a person and Kathy is no different in that regard. Greater appreciation for 
the simpler things in life is one thing she embraces, “I learned to wake up and smell the coffee.” 

Digital mammography has great benefits
for both the patient and physician.
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In 1952, Myrvin Ellestad, MD, joined the
Seaside Hospital (now LBMMC) staff with a
special interest in cardiology. He was a physician,
teacher and researcher in cardiac disease and stress
testing. In 1958, he (with Julian Knutson, MD)
established a cardiac program and cath lab, and the
city’s first Intensive Care Unit (with Ray Kelso, MD).
When LBMMC opened in 1960, Dr. Ellestad
became director of Clinical Physiology, with a
published international reputation as “the” expert
in exercise stress testing. 

In 1987, the Memorial Heart Institute was
established formally and he left private practice to
become the director of the Cardiac Program 
and Cardiac Careline. Over the next 22 years,
Dr. Ellestad worked with the best and brightest.
His leadership helped build the premier
MemorialCare Heart and Vascular Institute (MHVI).
After a 57-year medical career, at the vibrant age
of 88, Dr. Ellestad relinquished the reins to his
successor Medical Director Jagat Narula, MD,
PhD, FACC, FRCP. Dr. Ellestad continues his
cardiac research and is currently writing a history
of the MHVI.

A Philanthropic Pathologist– Past and Present 
Following family members who set out before them, a young couple emigrated from the Netherlands

to raise their family in Holland, Michigan. They were proud when their son earned his PhD and became
a college professor. And, they were happy to become grandparents. One of their grandsons demonstrated
his ability to solve problems at a very early age. When his father [the professor] dropped a box of tacks
on the kitchen floor and was trying to retrieve them, the boy found a magnet, tied a string to it and
waved it around the floor picking up most of the tacks!  With a precocious smile he said, “Your PhD
didn’t help much, did it?” 

The Boy Becomes a Physician

This boy grew up to be the patriarch of his own family, pictured on the next page.  James A.
Baker, MD, was an esteemed pathologist at Long Beach Memorial Medical Center/Miller Children’s
Hospital (LBMMC/MCH) for 39 years, “retiring” in 2008. With his unique sense of humor, he says, 
“I am flunking retirement by working at Harbor-UCLA and continuing my volunteer pathology services
at a large hospital in Kenya, Africa. Elizabeth [his wife] accompanies me and we teach in a crippled
children’s hospital. We have had amazing experiences – both sad and wonderful.”

He graduated from Hope College in Holland, Michigan – majoring in physics and math. Though shy,
he managed to meet the pretty young coed, Elizabeth. Their courtship blossomed and after graduation
they married. Dr. Baker excelled in academics, so he decided to attend medical school. However, he was
not good with patients and this caused him great turmoil. He prayed for guidance to resolve his conflicts
between science and the Bible. His Christian faith prevailed and his physics background convinced him
God created the universe at the time of the big bang.

After graduating AOA (medical school equivalent
of Phi Beta Kappa), Dr. Baker did a rotating internship,
a residency in Internal Medicine and went on to a
Pathology Residency at Mayo Clinic. While there, the
Vietnam war was raging and he was drafted into
the U.S, Army. He spent two years in Fort Campbell,
Kentucky as the head of the Clinical Pathology
Laboratory, while earning his AP (a specialization in
anatomic pathology) and passing the clinical pathology
boards. After the Army, he returned to the Mayo Clinic
and spent a year studying Hematopathology (blood
pathology.). In 1969, the late Elmer Jennings, MD,
(LBMMC/MCH medical director of Pathology) made
him an offer not to be refused – directorship of
Hematology. Neither Dr. Baker nor his wife were
anxious to move to California, but they were happy
to have a permanent position after all the years of
moving and raising a family of four on resident and
Army pay.  

A Distinguished Career

In 1969, open heart surgery was in its infancy.
Cardiac surgeons had to spend hours with patients
due to bleeding. Because of Dr. Baker’s expertise in
coagulation disorders, he could aid the surgeons. 
He created a successful coagulation program where
patients could be sent for evaluation of bleeding
disorders.

One goal of LBMMC/MCH was to become
known as a teaching/research center. In 1960, the
Memorial Medical Center Foundation (MMCF) was
established to help accomplish that goal. Dr. Baker
joined the hospital’s teaching staff and became 
a clinical professor at the University of California
College of Medicine, Irvine, where he was awarded
the Golden Microscope for his teaching acumen. 

Invited to join the MMCF Board of Directors, 
Dr. Baker served as treasurer and chair of both the
Nominating and Grants Application Committees during
his 12 years of service. His research background was

invaluable in assessing research
applications for MMCF funding
from philanthropic gifts.

Philanthropic 
Family Tradition

Dr. and Mrs. Baker learned
“charity and caring for others”
from their parents, so it is
understandable why they
serve in Africa and make
philanthropic gifts to their
church and medical center.
Through the MMCF, they
have supported many areas:
medical library, pathology,
Jonathan Jaques Children
Cancer Center, nursing and
medical education. They have
funded three generous
Charitable Gift Annuities,
which give them income for life,
tax benefits and leaves their
legacy for “where the need 
is greatest” at LBMMC/MCH
when their gifts mature.

After 51 years together,
this selfless philanthropic
couple demonstrates their
Christian faith through the
lives they lead and sets a
positive example for their
children and 13 grandchildren.

Long Beach Memorial Medical Center 
and Miller Children’s Hospital Give Back

Long Beach Memorial Medical Center and Miller Children’s
Hospital (LBMMC/MCH) are not-for-profit healthcare facilities 
that provide “community benefit,” as well as medical services for all
ages. “Community benefit” is a planned, managed, organized and
measured way to meet identified community health needs. 

In fiscal year 2009, LBMMC/MCH provided unreimbursed
(uncompensated) services and programs with an estimated value of
$102,887,000. This includes charity care, complimentary education 
programs for the public, research protocols and community service.

The major portion of charity is provided through trauma 
and emergency services for critical patients in the Long Beach area.
Generally, these services are not reimbursed by Medi-Cal or Medicare
or are reimbursed by other payors much below the cost of providing
the services. The Emergency Department/Trauma Center for
LBMMC/MCH is one of the most advanced in the United States.
This includes the only Emergency/Trauma Pediatric Center in this
region, where professionals treat approximately 25,000 children annually.

Currently, some of the health issues impacting adults and 
children are diabetes, asthma and cancer. Because total community
health is critical to all of us, LBMMC/MCH reaches out with many
services to assist affected patients and their families. Nearly 150 programs
are provided for our communities, including occupational therapy,
health screenings, research, education and much more.

Physicians, nurses, other healthcare professionals, administrators
and governing boards have a strong commitment to high-quality
healthcare and patient/community education. The mission of
LBMMC/MCH includes identifying, meeting and improving the
health needs of individuals, families and the community-at-large.
